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BOOK NEWS

1. Western Books

Studia Sino-Mongotica: Festschrift fiir Herbert Franke. Herausgege-
ben von Wolfgang Bauer. Wiesbaden: Franz Steiner Verlag, 1979.
Munchener Ostasiatische Studien, Band 25. 470 pp. 1 pl.

This Festschrift honors Herbert Franke, the Dean of German sinology who is
retiring from his chair at Minchen and who is shortly to become the President of
the Bayerische Akademie der Wissenschaftler. The thirty-one papers included
feature several falling within the time span covered by this journal. A useful
introductory sketch by the editor places Professor Franke's career in the context
of German sinology over the past four decades, while a concluding catalogue of
his publications reveals his extraordinary range and productivity.

D. C. Twitchett, ed., The Cambridge History of China, vol.
3, Sui and T'ang China, 589-906, Part |. Cambridge: Cam-
bridge University Press, 1979. 850 pp. $45.00.

The first volume on pre-modern China to appear in this promising series
provides a full narrative treatment of the history of these dynasties. Part Il will be
organized on a topical basis. Articles perhaps of most relevance to Sung scholars
are those dealing with the changes which occurred at mid-T'ang and carried on
through the ninth century, authored here by Teitchett, C.A. Peterson, M.T. Dalby
and R.M. Somers.

Unfortunately, the appearance of this long-awaited volume does not portend
publication in the near future of the Sung and Yian volumes. The current
schedule calls for completion first of the Ming volumes, on which the contributors,
one gathers, are working avidly. Time thus remains to clear up further mysteries in
this field.

Since the remarkably comprehensive and thorough compilation of
biographical materials on Sung figures by Professor Wang and his collaborators,
upon which the present compilation is modeled, instantly became the standard
reference in the field, little need be said here about the value of this new work.
The first of five projected volumes, it represents the fruit of research covering over
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800 works ranging from Sung and Chin to Ch'ing and from the standard histories
to pi-chi and inscriptions. Again, the most promising material seems likely to be
found in the literary collections (wen-chi), no less than 342 of which have been
combed for relevant information.

Containing thirty-seven local gazetteers, this collection must come close to
including all such works known to have survived from the Sung and Ylan periods
(cf. Aoyama Sadao's bibliography in Hiroshima shiritsu daigaku kiyd 92 [1958],
1-97). As those who have attempted to use these sources well know, many of
these gazetteers have simply not been available. Since utilization of those that
have been in the last two decades have truly opened new lines of research,
especially in social, economic and cultural history, the appearance of this
collection is good news indeed. (The complete list of works included is not
available at time of writing.)

This study of land utilization under the Southern Sung focusses on the
government's steps to promote agriculture, land reclamation efforts and the
movement to cultivate lake-bottom lands.

Liang T'ien-hsi &= i, Sung-tai tz'u-lu chih-tu k'ao-shih # ¢
fﬁﬁﬁaﬁjﬂ@ 44, University of Hong Kong diss., 1978. 568 pp.

This thorough examination of the Sung system of sinecures known as tz'u-lu
includes a 200-pp. appendix chronalogically listing all such appointments from
1012 down to the end of the dynasty, a useful aid in working out the careers
precisely of important figures.

The greater part of this volume consists of a chronological arrangement of
the original texts narrating the course of this rebellion. This is, however, followed
by a short study of this event and brief discussion of some other Sung rebellions.
The volume includes 22 plates of texts and pictures.

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This gold mine of critical comment and evaluation on literature features
hundreds of excerpts from a wide variety of writings as well as a number of
integral texts, all punctuated but not annotated. Lengthy introductions by the
volume editors open each volume. The value of these collections for the study of
literary criticism would be hard to exaggerate.

While the scholarship of this study must await the evaluation of a Yian
specialist, the sheer volume of the work -- 3,870 pages -- and its scope call for
attention. Approximately the first half is taken up with a narrative history of the
period (supported by a 157-pp. chronicle of principal events 1206-1368 in an
appendix), followed by topical chapters. These include several biographies and
cover such topics as the political system, foreign policy, the military system,
enfoeffments, finance and economy, and the influence of Chinese thought. The
bibliography refers to a number of older works in English but neither to recent one
nor to works in any other Western languages.

This is a thorough examination of the official system of household
classification under the Mongols, of the factors affecting classification and of the
"symbiosis" (to use Schurmann's term) between Mongol and Chinese traditions
which shows up in the system. A helpful table indicates the no less than 83
different classifications employed. Western and Japanese research was
consulted according to the bibliography.
