This is a continuation of "A Bibliography of Soviet Studies on
the History of China and Neighbouring Countries, 10th-14th Centu-
ries, 1967-1976 " compiled by I. Tsiperovich and L. Kuvshinnikova
and published in the Bulletin of Sung and Ylan Studies 15 (1979),
19-53. The present bibliography 1ists works on cultural topics
published in the USSR during the decade in question, exclusive of
those bearing on institutional history listed in the earlier bib-
Tiography. A number of general works touching in some way on the

culture of the Sung-Yllan period (such as problems in periodiza-
tion of Chinese medieval literature, trends in Chinese medieval
philosophy and so on) are also included. Proceedings of interna-
tional congresses and symposiums are not listed here.

A1l works cited here have been personally examined by the
compiler who is also responsible for the translation of titles

into English. A key to the abbreviations used appears at the end
of the bibliography.
